ARTrCLE r

Except as othe.rwise provided by the Statutes of Nebraska or the.se ByJaws, Robe.ns Rules of Order
shall govern the proceedings of this Association.

ARTICLE 11

In addition to active members designated by statute, 3.11reHred District Judges shan be Honorary
Member5 of this Association. Fifteen active members of this Association shall cO{lstitute a. quorum for the
transaction ofbusines8.

ARTICLE III

The officers of the Association shall be a. President. Presidont-meet and a Secretary~ TreaslJrer sclccted
from its members. The: termG ofPrcsident and PresidentNElcct shan be one year. The Seoreta,ry-Trea.sut'cr
shall serve at the pleasure of the Association. There shall be an Executive Commjt~ee consisting of the
President, Prcsident-Elect, Sccretary"Treasurer and the last three living past presidents who are active
members of the Association, and it !IIhall be empowered to conduct the busineS5 of the Assooiation
between meetings and to fill all vacancics in office until the next regular election.

The Executive Committ'ee shall fix the time and place of regular meetings and shall arrange to provide
suitable programs and entertainment at meetings of the AssociB.tion. The Executive Committee sha.ll
recommend Bylaws, from time to time, as they appear to be required.

ART1CLE IV

The Association shalllncct nt least two timDS annually, one meeting to be held in the spring-Slimmer of
each calendar yoer, and one meeting to be held during or near the time the annual fall meeting of the
Nebraska State Bar Association.
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ThfJ President shall preside at all meetings of the Association and of the Executive Committee,
and shall perform the duties usual1y belonging to such office. The President shall be empowered
to can special meetings of the Association. The President ShIll! cau~e a written notice of all
meetings to be givcn to an members of the AS50ci~tion.

The President-meet shaH preside at the meeting!; of the Association in the absence of the
President and shaH perform such other duties a.t; usually pert~Lin to such office. Th~ President­
Elect shall select the site for the next annual meeting, after taking office.

The SecretaryMTreasurer shall be custodian of the records and monies of the Associatioo; shall
report at an regular meetings; shall be in charge of the hospitaBly room; shalt record tho minutes
of all meetings of the A$sociatioo nnd Exc:cutive Committee; shall keep a. roster of cun:ent and
past 0111001"5 and committees; shaH provide copies of minute:! upon request; sha.1Ireceive the
funds in the Regular and Special Accounts; shall dillburse thc~funds as directed by the President,
I3xecutive Committee., or majority of members present at a regular meeting; shall notify members
of aU dues assesscd; shall pay all necessary expenses of the hospitality room and store items lel1
over; shall obtain the plaque for the out-going President; and may employ clerical assistance at
the expense of the Association.

ARTICLE V

The President and immediate three past presidents who a.re active members shaH be the
delegates to the NaHonnl Conference of Sta.te Trial Judges. The Executive Committee shall
select all other delegates and conference rcprcsenta.tive9~ inolud!ng any delegate vacancies to the,
National Conference of State Tria.l Judges, should any of those previously designated choose not
to attend.

ARTICLE VI

The Association shall not incur indebtedness in oxcess of the amount of money in its trca~ury.
There shall bo no liability of the members for debts or obJigations ofrhe Association. The
Association may assess members for the payment of such dues as may be necessary fo'r the
accomplishment of its purposes.

ARTICLE V1J

The President of the Association sha.l1,with 3. concurrence of the President"Elect, on or before
June 30 of each calendar year. appoint a Legislative Committee qonsisting ofnolles~ than three
members, including a chairperson to be selected by the President with concurrence ofthe
X)fesident~Eleot, Said Committee to sorve until the following June 30. The duties of'the
Legislative COlnmitt~e shall !ndude, but ar(! not limited to :

(1) To seek enachnant of laws beneficial to the As:~ocjat;on and its members as
delermined appropriate by the Executive Committee or the f\11l membership of the Associn.tion.
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(2) To be informed of proposed and pending legislation which may affect the
Association or its memb~rs, and to take appropriate aotion thereon subject to direction of the
Executive Committee~

(3) To select, retain. or have a member file, as a lobbyist to support or oppose Icgislation
affecting the Association or its members, with the fipproval of the Executivm Committee; and

(4) To report to the Executive Committee estimated expenses to b~ inourred in fulfilling
its duties, and r~quest each member or the Association be assessed a pro rata share of such
expenses.

As soon as possible a(l:er e1ection of officers by the Association, the President 5ha,\J appoint the
following standing committees for the eosuing year. to consist of no fewer than three members
each, including a chairperson to be designated by the 1:'resid~nt: .

To provide for the upda.ting of the Nebraska Dench Dook by systematic
revisions.

(b) Child Support Guideline:s Committee.

To recommend changes or additions to the Supreme Court of the Nebraska
Supreme Court Child Support Guidelines in cooperation with the State Coun
Administrator ..

(0) ~.Ql! CommiH~ .•

To seek legislation in co-operation with the other state courts for fair
retirement baneflts for al1judges. This Committee shalt work with the Legislative
Committee to attain these ends.

The Judicial Education Committee shall be ft~sponsible for planning and
implementing the educational progra.ms at Associa.tion meetings. In performance
of these duties it shan be the Committee's responsibility to determine if tho
educational programs should be hold in conjunction with other judicial
organizations and the Committee shall work with the State Court Administrator's
Office to provido for new judge orientation and the distribution ofpubJioations to
Association members. '

The Committee shaU have: a ohairperson whc:>shall be appointed by the President
of the Association. The chairperson shall serve for a period of three years and
shall be eligible for reappointment. The President shan also appoint a vice·
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chairperson for the Committee. The vice-chairperson shall be responsible for the
in-state new judges orientation program. The vice~chairpcrson shall serve for a.
period of three years and shall be aljgiblc for rea.ppointmen.t. The chairpef!:Orl
and the Association president sh~11Ibe rosporlsibll!. for seleoting a sufficient
number of other Committee members to insure that the respoflslb1ililtes of the
Committee are fulfilled.

To work with Judges of other Courts, and the Executive and Legislative
Branches of' Governm~nt on judicia.! matters; to cooperate with the Bar
Associa.tion and Bllr Foundation. on High School Mock Tria.I, Bench~Bar
confcroncc$, and similar endeavors; to be in contact with the Clerks of the
Pi$trict CotJrts and Court Reporters Associations on their cO!'loerns; and to
inforl1) th~ Public and receive input from the I'ubUc on the judicial system.

There shall also be a. standing committee on nominations for offic~rs of the
Association, which committee shall consist of three members' comprised of the
immediate three past presidents (If the Association who arc activo members, who
shall name and nominate a.t lea.st one candidate for the offices ofl'resident,
President-Elect nnd Sf!cretary-Tr~astJrer, whose names shall be Dubmitted to the
Association at It$ fall meeting.

The person
receiving the highe,t vote for an office shaH be deemed elected to such office, shan assume the
duties at the close of the annual me~ljng, and shall serve for the tCmlS set out in Article III. Any
vacancy occlIrring in an office during term slH.\n hI'! filled by action of the Executive: Committee,
said appointment to be submitted to the Association for its consider.-aHon and action at the ocxt '
regular meeting,
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These Bylaws may be amended without notice at any regular meeting of the: A<;sociatioo by a
majority of the memb~rs present, or tit any special meeting by two-thirds of the mcmberl!i prescnt
when due notioe has been giv0n that an amendment has been proposcd and will be voted upon,
